The Wellington public are being invited to be entertained at the Museum of Wellington City & Sea this winter with a free festival of over 70 events. Presented in association with Wellington Waterfront Limited, Wellingtonia LIVE runs from 3 June to 30 July. The Museum will have free activities taking place outside and inside the Museum, including Sunday Concerts, Maritime Mondays, Walks and Talks and after-hours Ghost Tours.

“It never ceases to amaze me how much diverse talent there is in Wellington” Elton Hayes, Public Programme Coordinator, says. 

The festival kicks off with a special performance from one of Wellington's most celebrated musical groups, Rhombus, at 1pm, Saturday 3 June, closely followed Ali Harper & her Band of Boys, at 2.30pm. 
The two month Wellingtonia LIVE festival closes with a gala auction at 3.30 pm on Sunday 30 July. Proceeds from the auction go toward the Museum’s proposed library room, ‘The Portal’. Tickets are only $5 and are available from the Museum Shop.
